Students entering ECE, Pre-K, Kindergarten, Sixth Grade, and Ninth Grade are required to have 
a physical and updated immunization.  The immunizations include the basic “baby shots” with 
boosters of DPT, Polio, and MMR after the age of 4.  The Varicella vaccine is now required.  If 
your child has had the Chicken Pox (Varicella) disease, we will require a note from your 
physician.  For students entering fifth grade, immunizations would include the Hepatitis B 
vaccine (series of 3 shots) and for students entering ninth grade, immunizations would include 
Diphtheria and Tetanus (DPT) vaccine. All students entering K, 2nd, & 6th grade will also be 
required to have a dental exam completed.  An exam after August 23, 2010 is acceptable if 
recorded on a dental examination form approved by the State of Illinois. Student entering K will 
also be required to have an eye exam.
