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PRAIRIE CENTRAL COMMUNITY UNIT SCHOOL DISTRICT NO. 8 
The first day of school will be on Monday, August 24th.  An abbreviated schedule will be 
followed that day, with dismissal at 1 PM.  School will operate on a shortened day schedule 
(dismissal 1 hour early) from August 25th to September 4th.  Buses and cafeterias will operate 
beginning August 24th.  Beginning Sept. 8th, the normal bell schedule will resume unless 
extreme heat causes the early dismissal schedule (1 hour early) to be extended.  This decision 
will be made on a day-by-day basis; parents will be notified through the district’s rapid 
communication service, as well as radio and television. 
 

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION - IMMUNIZATION REQUIREMENTS 
Students (1) entering school for the first time (ECSE, Pre-K), (2) entering kindergarten or first 
grade, and (3) entering sixth and ninth grade, are required to have a physical exam and updated 
immunizations.   Initial immunizations include DTaP, IPV, MMR, Hep B, HiB, and Varicella 
(Chicken Pox), with boosters of DTaP, IPV, and MMR after the age of 4.  The Varicella vaccine 
is now required, but if your child has had Varicella (Chicken Pox), we will require a note from 
your physician.  For students entering fifth grade, the Hep B is required; and for students 
entering ninth grade, the DTaP is needed.  All students entering kindergarten also need vision 
and dental exams.  Dental exams are required of 2nd and 6th graders as well.      
 

LEAD TESTING REQUIREMENT 
Each child age six and younger must have a blood test for lead prior to being admitted to school. 
 

NEW STUDENTS 
New students to the school district should contact the school offices for information on physical 
examination and immunization requirements.
